On a cool windy morning 25 Prahran boys, plu s 

support staff, made the journey out to Waverley 

Park to play against long time rivals the Hawks, in 

our first away game for the season. Training had 

been excellent the Friday before, focusing on goal 

kicking and handball movement. If you were at 

the game  it was obvious that the boys did 

certainly turn up to play.  

 

Losing the toss and having to kick against the wind 

in the first quarter you may have thought weõd be 

on the defensive.

Hugo Watkin was also very 

important in the first quarter rebounding well off 

half back and then on the wing, keeping the ball 

in our half of the gro und.  

 

In the second quarter going with the wind we 

carried on with the good work. Hugo Gray, 

unusually quiet last week, put on a goal kicking 

exhibition snagging four in the first half and five for 

the game. His positioning at centre -half forward 

was perfe ct not getting dragged into the play and 

ensuring we always had a tall option to kick to.
