So the injury list was long but we had to push on
because our opponents wouldn't hold back.

From the start we were in for a dog fight against a
much underrated Hampton side. It was a high
scoring first term with five goals, three to us and
two to them.

Tom Marsden and Conor James,
two of our hard nuts, started the season slowing
but in our past four games have been in our top
players each week really showing skills with their
